 A tireless supporter of Lewis & Clark, 
Charles “Chuck” Charnquist ’58 died 
on October 29 and this issue of the The 
Gatehouse is dedicated to him. Chuck 
was among several senior alums who 
formed the Albany Society in 2005. He 
was president of the group in 2011 and, 
in 2013, he gave inspiration and life to 
The Gatehouse, an effort by the Albany 
Society to communicate with senior 
alums who had been graduated for 50 
years or more.
 After graduation, Charnquist worked 
for the Wall Street Journal as a local 
stringer, and then at the Oregon Journal 
newspaper, followed by a stint in sports 
information for Portland State. In 1968, 
he was back on the L&C campus as 
director of public information for the 
college until 1987.
 During this time, the Portland Trail 
Blazers basketball team was founded 
and Charnquist was recruited as part 
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of a stats crew and ran the first rookie 
camp. His part-time gig with the Blazers 
included compiling statistics on game 
nights, interviewing players and coaches 
during the draft and writing press 
releases. 
 After leaving L&C, he was director 
of information services and sports 
information director at Linfield College 
from 1987 to 1989 before taking on more 
responsibilities with the Blazers. 
 In his full-time role with the Blazers, 
he was statistician, historian, archivist 
and produced the team’s annual media 
guide. Even after retiring in 2013 after 
43 years with the Blazers, he continued 
helping on special projects. 
 In 2015, he was honored at the 
Annual Alumni Awards Banquet with 
the Donald G. Balmer Citation for 
outstanding volunteer service to the 
college.
 A journalism graduate, he was editor  

of the Pioneer Log and was known by 
others in the field as a “consummate 
PR” person. Thanks, Chuck, for your 
inspiration.

Charles “Chuck” Charnquist was a strong supporter 
of L&C for 63 years.

 Newly formed regional chapters 
were established in 2021 and several 
in-person and virtual meetings in the 
past months have brought together L&C 
alumni throughout the country.

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Three-Sport Star at L&C Coached All Three in His Career
 As a youth who was raised by his 
grandparents on a turkey farm in Berlin, 
Oregon, and later in a Texaco gas station 
and bar in Sweet Home, Royce Leroy 
McDaniel ‘61 fought his way to the top, 
reaching the pinnacle of three major sports 
as a player and later as a coach.
 But it wasn’t easy. 
 Along the way, he bunked with athletes 
in a small house at the entrance to Lewis 
& Clark College, put in a stint with the 
Marine Corps, won a state high school 
baseball title after coaching a team for only 
two years and still owns baseball cards 
signed by Mickey Mantle and Yogi Berra.
 “Sweet Home was a great place to 
grow up,” recalled McDaniel. “I had five 
fantastic streams filled with trout within 
30 minutes of home and Ames Creek in 
our backyard,” he said. “And we’d hunt 
pheasant and ducks starting at 6 a.m. 
and still make it to our 9 a.m. classes,” he 
added.
 In the early 1950s, Sweet Home had a 
population of 4700 and McDaniel’s high 
school graduation class totaled 125.  But it 
was at college where his athleticism would 
be noticed. 
 “It was a tough decision to choose 
Lewis & Clark over Willamette, but I had 
met Fred Wilson while playing baseball 
in my senior year against Albany where 
he was the coach. I also met Jim Goddard 
and was impressed with Joe Houston 
who helped solidify my decision to attend 
L&C,” said McDaniel. 
 On campus, McDaniel stayed at the 
Gatehouse with 12 other football players. 
“It was like a small fraternity house and 
Fred Wilson was our housemother,” he 
laughed. “Fred was single and he would 
play one-on-one basketball against us 
college kids. He was a competitor,” 
McDaniel said. “Fred would play so 
hard he would have to lie down and take 
10-minute breaks, and then he’d get up 
and keep going.”
 In his four years at L&C, McDaniel 
earned 12 varsity letters as a quarterback 
(he never missed a game), basketball 
guard and baseball outfielder, hitting a 
career .339. After graduating, he married 
his college sweetheart, Donna Long ‘61, 
and they celebrated their 60th wedding 
anniversary this past June. Both had been 
Health and Physical Education majors at 
L&C.
 Following graduation, 10 pro baseball 
teams attempted to sign McDaniel and 
with Wilson as his agent, the twosome was 
interviewed by the Philadelphia Phillies, 
New York Yankees and Pittsburgh Pirates.  
“We liked the Pirates because they wanted 
singles and doubles out of me and offered 
me more money,” he said. McDaniel hit 
.324 in 227 games for them.
 But the Marine Corps also wanted 

McDaniel and he signed up at Swan Island 
and served for six months. He returned 
home to coach and teach at Lakeridge 
High School in Lake Oswego where he 
led the baseball team to the state title 
in 1974. And in 1991, he coached the 
Lakeridge girls basketball team to a state 
championship.
 “Early on, I had a feeling that coaching 
was going to be my career. I had high 
school coaches who were tremendous 
people. I had students and teachers who 
signed my yearbook and wrote: ‘I hope 
you become a coach.’ ”
 In total, McDaniel coached baseball 
for 57 years, football for 47 years and 
basketball for 27 years.
 Two Halls of Fame trophies are on 
McDaniel’s mantle.  He was inducted as a 
charter member into Lewis & Clark’s Hall 
of Fame in 1978, and in 2001, the Oregon 
Sports Hall of Fame. 
 The McDaniels have two children 
and five grandchildren.  Their daughter, 
Karen, pursued elementary education 
and teaches in Summer, WA., while their 
son, Mark, followed in his dad’s footsteps, 
playing defensive back at Linfield 
College for the 1986 NAIA National 
Football Championship. “Today he’s a 
businessman and works for a Bill Gates 
company,” McDaniel said.
 And who is his all-time sports hero? 
McDaniel didn’t hesitate to name Mickey 
Mantle. “Pete Ward brought Mantle to 
L&C for a baseball clinic and I had a 1953 
World Series scorecard, which I asked 
Mantle to sign. I had hit a home run that 
day and he happily signed that card and 
Mantle’s season-ending scorecard too,” he 
recalled. McDaniel also has Billy Martin 
and Yogi Berra autographed scorecards, 
thanks to Ward.

 When asked if he could arrange lunch 
with any three people who he would 
invite to join him, McDaniel said: “Albert 
Einstein. I’ve seen a picture of his desk and 
mine looks a lot like his. Also, John Wayne. 
I admired him and the number of movies 
he made. Of course, Mickey Mantle would 
be at the top of the list.”

Retired Prof Dies at 88
 Arleigh Dodson, on the L&C faculty for 
35 years, died in December at the age of 88.
 While at L&C, Dodson chaired the chem-
istry department and was also co-director of 
the Environmental Studies program, acting 
athletic director interim and acting dean of 
faculty and acting provost. For his contri-
butions to college athletics, he was inducted 
into the Hall of Fame by both the L&C athlet-
ic department and the National Association 
of Intercollegiate Athletics. In 1972, he led the 
first study abroad program to Ghana,
 Dodson, who retired in 1990, had moved 
to Wausau, Wisconsin in 2020.

 David Todd ’68 is the new chair 
of the Albany Society, assuming 
the office in June. 
 After graduating from L&C 
with a degree in math, he joined 
the U.S. Navy, serving for 4½ years 
and remaining in the reserves until 
2001 when he retired as a captain. 
After active duty, he returned to 
Portland in 1973 to begin a career 
in the computer science field with 
First National Bank and Far West 
Federal Savings and Loan as a 
software developer. 
 A part-time teaching assignment 
at Portland Community College 
led to a second career teaching 
computer science at Mt. Hood 
Community College from 1996 
to 2017. He is currently president 
of the Portland Rose Festival 
Foundation.
 Also serving on the board for the 
2021-22 term is Mike Shiffer ’69, 
vice chair; Paula Janz ’69, secretary 
and David Avision ‘68, treasurer.

Campus Rose Garden Not “So Rosy” Today
 Remember the beautiful rose garden 
that anchored the east edge of the Lewis & 
Clark campus? If so, don’t plan to revisit 
it should you be on campus as it no longer 
exists.
 It’s true that no one promised a rose 
garden to last forever but this one had a 
good run until nature intervened. 
 The original Lloyd Frank estate, now 
home to the college, was built in 1924 with 
beautiful gardens framing the view of Mt 
Hood. The estate was vacant for several 
years until acquired by the college in 1942.
 In 1943, the Lewis & Clark Rose Garden 
Club restored the original rose plantings 
as a memorial to students and alums 
serving in World War II. Victor Creed, 
a trustee, inspired and coordinated the 
effort and was named life curator. More 
than 1,700 rose bushes were planted and 
flourished on the campus.  
 The garden rivaled the Portland 
International Rose Test Garden for many 
years. In 1979, the central axis of the 
college from the Gatehouse to the Manor 
House to the rose gardens was entered 
into the National Register of Historic 
Places.
 Its beautiful surroundings became a site 
for ceremonies and recognition. Plaques 

still there, for example, memorialize the 
reign of college May Fete Queens.
 But by 2007, the area had become a 
wasteland due to deer which feasted 
on the rose bushes. Max Williams, lead 
groundskeeper at the college, has watched 
the garden’s demise for nearly 15 years.

 The college tried a variety of things to 
deter the deer including a deer repellent, 
sonic noise and motion detectors that 
sprayed water but nothing stopped them, 
remembers Williams. 
 About that time, the Albany Society 
was interested in helping restore and 
maintain the garden but the college had 
no viable avenues. A couple years later, 
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the idea to place an iron fence and gate 
around part of the property came with a 
high price tag and was not undertaken.
 Whether roses will ever bloom there 
again is an unanswerable question.
